Since 1989, the blue ribbon has become widely recognized as a national symbol of child abuse 
awareness and prevention. The movement began when a compassionate grandmother from Virginia 
took a public stand against child maltreatment after the tragic death of her grandson, resulting from 
child abuse. She tied a blue ribbon on her van as a symbol of her commitment to involve others in the 
prevention battle. Blue symbolizes the bruises suffered by abused children.
