Interim Nursing Care is also 
contracted to provide medication 
administration and to carefully 
monitor his anti-rejection 
medications.

He quickly became a 
favorite among staff and his three 
male roommates who also receive 
CRSI services. They share the 
beautiful ranch style brick, owned 
by the family of Steve and Tim 
Quatman who share the home with
