Fulton County - Founded April 1, 1850. County Seat: Wauseon. 
Named for Robert Fulton, inventor of the steamboat. 
 

Greene County - Founded May 1, 1803. County Seat: Xenia. Named 
for General Nathanael Greene, a Revolutionary officer. 
 

Hamilton County - Founded January 2, 1790. County Seat: Cincinnati. 
Named for Alexander Hamilton, Secretary of the Treasury when the 
county was organized. Hamilton is one of the original Ohio counties. 
 

Hardin County - Founded April 1, 1820. County Seat: Kenton. Named 
for John Hardin, a Revolutionary War officer. Hardin was originally 
part of Logan County. 
 

Logan County - Founded March 1, 1818. County Seat: Bellefontaine. 
Named for General Benjamin Logan who destroyed Shawnee Indian 
towns in the county. Logan was originally part of Champaign County. 
 

Madison Countyς Founded March 1, 1810.  County Seat: London. 
Named for President James Madison.
